The prime minister said India's
presidency of the G20 is a proud
occasion for every Indian and
that the country will organize
G20 meetings in different cities
and states.

"Our guests will get a full
experience of India's amazing
diversity, inclusive traditions, and
cultural richness. We wish that
all of you will participate in this
unique celebration in India, the
'Mother of Democracy'. Together,
we will make the G20, a catalyst
for global change," he said.

‘ "Over the next one year, we will strive to ensure that the G20 acts as a global
prime mover to envision new ideas and accelerate collective action," he said.

Indian Americans will have one less form and requirement to fill out
when making travel plans to India. The self-declaration forms for Covid
vaccination that had to be filled in by incoming international passengers on the Air Suvidha portal
will no longer be necessary, with immediate effect, the Indian government has said.

The second act flings you
out of the claustrophobia and
relentless fear. It was almost a
relief to be out back in the world
under the skies. But the relief
is short-lived, and the third act

It reminds,
reawakens and inspires and I
am not talking about climbing
Mount Everest.

But yes, the film has its
flaws too. It is far longer than
required. There are portions
that lag and sequences
that could have been done
without. It shines in parts but
is inconsistent. During the
lags, the ace cast shoulders
it ably and they are the ones
that make that film reach its
Uunchai but ironically the
same can't be said about each
