India Should Decrease its
Dependence on Russia: US

he US has stated that

India should lessen its

reliance on Russia and

reiterated that the US s

committed to working
with India on its transition away
from Russia.

Responding to a query on
India becoming Russia's largest
oil customer after China and
expansion of their trade ties, US
State Department Spokesperson,
Ned Price said, "Russia isn't a

reliable source of energy and
security assistance. It's not only
in the interest of Ukraine or
of the region, India decreases
its dependence on Russia over
time, but it's also in India's own
bilateral interest, given what
we've seen from Russia."

"We have been intentional
about exempting the oil and gas
- energy sector - from sanctions
imposed on Russia. The fact
that India continues to seek oil

and other forms of energy from
Russia - isn't something that runs
afoul of sanctions that have been
imposed," he added.

Meanwhile, Price also
reiterated that the US s
committed to helping India in
its transition away from Russia.
The US has consistently made the
point that it is a relationship that
developed and was cemented
over the course of decades.

"When it comes to Russia's -

India's relationship with Russia,
we've consistently made the
point that it's a relationship that
developed and was cemented
over the course of decades, really
came to be during the Cold War
at a time when the United States
was not in a position to be an
economic partner, a security
partner, a military partner to
India."

Aruna Miller Becomes First Indian-American to be Maryland Lt. Governor

On November 8, Aruna Miller made history by becoming the first
Indian-American politician to win the race for Lieutenant Governor

in the state of Maryland.

Miller, 58, a former delegate to the Maryland House, was on the
Lieutenant Governor ticket along with Wes Moore -- the Democratic

Governor elect.

Soon after the polling closed on Tuesday evening, Moore and Miller

were declared elected against their Republican challengers.

Both President Joe Biden and Vice President Kamala Harris had

campaigned in favour of Moore and Miller.

“Maryland, tonight you showed the nation what a small but mighty
state can do when democracy is on the ballot. You chose unity over division, expanding rights over
restricting rights, and hope over fear. You chose Wes Moore and me to be your next Governor and

Lieutenant Governor,” Miller said in her victory speech.

“Ever since I came to this country in 1972, I've never stopped being excited for the promise of
America. I will never stop fighting to make sure that promise is available to everyone. And this
promise begins with a commitment to deliver a Maryland where we leave no one behind,” she said.

Justice DY Chandrachud Takes Oath as 50th Chief
Justice of India

Justice DY Chandrachud succeeded Justice Uday
Umesh Lalit as the 50th Chief Justice of India (C]I) at
Rashtrapati Bhavan in New Delhi. The appointment of
DY Chandrachud as C]I is notable since he is the first
son to hold the office that his father, former CJI YV
Chandrachud, had held in the Indian court.

CJI Chandrachud took the oath in English and in
the name of God in the presence of Vice President
and Rajya Sabha Chairperson Jagdeep Dhankhar, Lok
Sabha Speaker Om Birla, Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh, Home Minister Amit Shah, and Law Minister
Kiren Rijiju.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi, who was not present
at the event, tweeted, “Congratulations to Dr. Justice
DY Chandrachud on being sworn in as India’s Chief
Justice. Wishing him a fruitful tenure ahead.”

Justice Chandrachud as CJI will have a term of two
years and will head India’s judiciary until November
10, 2024, a day before he completes 65 years.

UK Court Rejects Nirav Modi'’s
Appeal Against Extradition to India

IndiapraisedaBritishcourtdecision
on November 10 dismissing the
appeal filed by fugitive diamantaire
Nirav Modi to avoid being extradited
to India in connection with a bank
loan fraud case.

“We welcome the UK high court’s
decision to dismiss the appeal against
extradition of Nirav Modi,” Ministry
of External Affairs Spokesperson
Arindam Bagchi said.

“We will continue with our efforts
to get Nirav Modi back, as well as
other economic offenders so that
they are brought to justice,” he said.

The spokesperson said India
has been vigorously pursuing the
extradition of economic fugitives so
that they face the legal process in the
country.

“Pulling these various strands
together and weighing them in the
balance so as to reach an overall
evaluative judgment on the question
raised by Section 91, we are far from
satisfied that Mr. Modi’'s mental
condition and the risk of suicide are
such that it would be either unjust or
oppressive to extradite him,” states
the ruling.

She was one of
74 recipients of the awards
from Amazon, which also
includes an unrestricted
gift,accesstomorethan300
Amazon public datasets,
and Amazon Web Services’
artificial intelligence and
machine learning services
and tools, the press release
said.

“The broad objective
of the project is to
automatically characterize
how much two versions

of machine learning-
based systems are similar
or different,” Prabhakar
is quoted saying in the
KSU press release. “These

systems are regularly
retrained to  achieve
superior performance;

however, this does not
often translate to a better
user experience,” she
said, adding, “This can be
mitigated by equipping
the design team with an
automated tool that could
highlight where and by
how much the systems
changed between different
versions, therebyaidingthe

team in making decisions
regarding the acceptability
of the changes from a user
experience perspective.”

American Lawmakers Re-elected
